Rationally Planned Exploitation of Forests.

Russia possesses one fifth of the planet’s green area. Forestry means rationally
planned exploitation and preservation of forest both for raw material and an
important part of biosphere. Much should be spent on forest protection in every
country. Many nations have been careless to its resources, cutting out trees, depleting
soil fertility with bad farming practices.

We must take into consideration that trees, branches, leaves, shrubs, grass and
plants break the force of falling raindrops. They keep the rain from eroding the soil,
help to absorb moisture. Conserving forests ensures water storage, prevents floods,
and supports animal life. Everything is interconnected in nature and an ecological
disaster is threatening many regions of the Earth. But sometimes people make harm
to the forests. Some hillsides have been ploughed and left treeless. And as a result
huge areas of formerly fertile soil have been lost for people. Nature is powerless to
cope with this without man’s help.

At present many countries provide afforestation, each km of protective forest belt
adds an average of 25-30 centers to the yield of grain crops.

Forest is an important factor in the preservation of the purity of air. We mustn’t
forget that the air we breathe in has been produced and purified by our green friend.
On this depends the quality of land resources. According to experts, in zones of
increased air pollution the losses of some crops reach 30%.

Forest is the best raw material for the wood-processing enterprises. By the end of
the century the world’s industry need for timber had increased nearly twice. Where
had the raw materials been taken from? First of all from natural forests that should be
being now restored. The world needs to cut two trees but to plant three.

Russian forest
“The Russian forest” is a brand that has evolved over the ages. It is a place where
robbers, runaway peasants and religious hermits sought refuge. It was the name of a
popular eau-de-cologne for men in Soviet times and the title of a heavy philosophical
novel. It gives its name to a confectionery company, a timber exhibition and
numerous housing developments, cafes, small hotels and paintings.
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The UN has declared 2011 as the International Year of Forests, and given the
Russian identification with the forest, this might as well be the “Year of Russia”.
Speaking at a UN roundtable on “Forests for people”, Alexander Panfilov, deputy
head of the Russian Federal Forestry Agency (Rosleskhoz), said: “In spite of the
economic crisis, there is still a high level of investment in the agency, new wood-
processing industries are being built, more jobs are being created and the forestry
management system is improving. The forestry management system is becoming
more effective, and forest legislation is being improved. Special attention is being
paid to providing new technical equipment, developing the necessary infrastructure
and training staff”.

All these worthwhile initiatives are very necessary for the Russian forest, especially
in light of what is actually happening there. Today in Russia, a forest ranger is
expected to look after 70 square kilometers of forest preserve. It is his task to go
around his 70 square kilometers of forest every day, and keep the area safe from
illegal logging, poachers and fire hazards, but a forest ranger should not walk the
forest alone, which means rangers have to survey 140 square kilometers per day in
pairs. The budget of a particular forest preserve will get about 25 cents per hectare
per year for fire safety measures — and this is in a nature preserve, an especially
protected forest. You can imagine what happens in an unprotected forest.

It is hard to doubt the truth of what the Forestry Agency spokesmen are saying.
However, the main obstacle keeping them from delivering on their promises is the
Russian Forest Code, which came into force in 2007. Additionally, the organization is
top-heavy, the forest management systems are in an almost constant state of reform
and inter-departmental divergence is on the rise.

At present, the main laws on forest management are passed at the federal level.
Income from the forests goes into the federal budget and is then partly returned in the
form of subsidies while the actual management of the forests is the responsibility of
regional governments.

Until recently, the protection of forests in remote or sparsely-populated areas was
taken on by subdivisions of a single federal structure - the aviation forest protection
service; it was this organization that put out the biggest and most dangerous forest
fires. With the introduction of the new Forest Code, this organization was split up
between regions and was dissolved into many independent organizations, many of
which were unable to stay afloat. The possibility of a centrally organized
redistribution of qualified staff over the regions has still not been realized, and this
was obvious in 2010, when 3.6 million hectares of Russian forest were lost to forest
fires and also in 2012 when 2.8 million hectares went up in flames.

According to Alexei Yaroshenko, head of the forestry department at Greenpeace
Russia, the new legislation has made it very easy to develop forest land, including
forests of particular natural or social importance. For example, it does not in any way
regulate the status of forests growing on land intended for agricultural use, leaving
the way clear for their seizure and development. An area of forest can actually remain
as forest on paper even if the area has a housing development on it — the new Forest
Code allows for forests to be developed without a formal change in their status.

Forestry and its importance in agriculture

Russia’s forests are the ecological frameworks of the biosphere not only for this
country, but for the whole Northern hemisphere of the planet as well. Twenty two
percent of all forest land mass and 25% of the world’s wood reserves belong to
Russia. Forests take up 69% of all land in Russia. That is why rational and renewable
usage of forest resources, as well as the protection and reproduction therefore, is not
only a national task, but is imperative for all mankind.

The forest stock in Russia is 80% coniferous, consisting mainly of spruce, fir, larch,
and pine in subarctic areas. Deciduous trees (birch, oak, beech, ash, maple, elm) grow
further south and account for 13% of the world’s deciduous forests.

In 1992, a year after the dissolution of the USSR, the forestry underwent massive
changes. Due to unconsidered privatization and the absence of state help for the last
ten years, the forestry suffered a collapse. In the most developed regions of Russia —
where favorable natural conditions for forest cultivation exist — forest resources were
undermined by their exploitation in the 1980’s-1990’s. First of all, highly productive
coniferous forests near to areas of transport had been cut down.

Approximately 50 million hectares in the European part of Russia underwent
“involuntary” changes; in other words, different breeds of trees began appearing in,
and taking over, these forests. Coniferous forests, for example, were transplanted by
small deciduous forests. The strategic task of the forestry is the reconstruction of
indigenous coniferous phytoncides in conditions favorable for their growth.

Hundreds of inexperienced new businessmen were attracted to the business of
buying logs from newly unregulated leskhozes. Rocleskhoz, the federal forest
service, is responsible for overseeing management of forests. Poaching, unsustainable
logging, and fire damage are growing problems. Much of the forestry equipment is
too old or expensive to operate.
